2. The scholarships will be paid to the recipient within 90 days after the award of the scholarship.

3. The program is open to any man or woman who is seeking higher education with personal dedication to the support of the Morgan Horse.

4. The following will be considered important:

· Personal Statement 

· Activities/Community

· Equestrian Related Activities

· Academic Achievement

· Personal Statement

· Letters of Recommendation (2)
5. Selection will be based on academics, community service, leadership, financial needs, and achievement with Morgan Horses.

6. Previous winners are not eligible to participate a second time.
7. Application and two (2) reference letters must be post-marked by December 7, 2006, to be considered for the scholarship, which will be announced at the Region VII Awards Banquet.
8. If no applicant meets the standards as set by the Committee, the scholarship funds will be held within the Golden West Region VII account.
